2011 League Rules

 1) Al Graham Park Rules: It is the Team Managers Responsibility to review and inform their players & fans with the rules & regulations governing softball play, the playing facilities and City park/ complex rules.


A) Conduct: Each player, team coach and spectator shall conduct themselves in a manner conducive to the 

                   spirit of amateur sports and good sportsmanship.  There will be ZERO TOLERANCE to drunkenness, 

                   profanity, abusive language, vulgarity, fighting, or disrespect to any NSA umpire, league director, or  

                   Park manager. 


B) Children: Each player and parent is responsible for their children and must supervise them at all times.

                   Children are not allowed on the playing fields at any time or allowed to roam freely, unattended, 

                   through out the complex.

 
C) Pets: No pets of any kind, other than seeing-eye dogs, shall be allowed in the complex/park.


D) Beer & Alcohol: Drinking alcoholic beverages while playing shall not be allowed. This applies to 

                   players, coaches, substitute players, extra hitters and anyone participating in the game. This includes 

                   consuming beer in the dugouts, stands, anywhere inside the complex, or within 40 YARDS of Dugout.                                                                                                                                                                   

                   Breaking this rule :  Will result in ejection from the game, possible forfeiture, and removal from league.

E)  Ice Chests & Coolers:   No Ice Chest or coolers are allowed inside the Park without inspection. 

                    No outside food or beverages are allowed.  Any and all containers are subject to inspection. 

                   This shall include bat bags, water coolers, and any other container or bags.  Any 


     person refusing to allow inspection of a closed container shall be removed from the playing facilities.


D)Glass Containers: No glass container of any type is allowed in the complex/park or parking lots.


E) Outside food or Drink: No outside food or drinks, other than two quart personal water containers, will

                   be allowed in the complex. Please support your concession stand. Breaking this rule can result in 

                   removal from the park.  During the Summer league playing season, large water coolers for team use will 

                   be allowed in the team dugout areas, but shall be subject to inspection. 


F) City Park Rules: All players, Coaches, and spectators must abide by BA park rules as posted on various

                  signs throughout the complex. Failure to do so can result in expulsion from the league and severe fines 

                  from the city of Broken Arrow.

              G) Parking Lot Rules:  ALL Trash MUST be put in trash cans.   If caught leaving Beer cans or other trash
                   in the parking lot.  YOUR TEAM WILL BE REMOVED FROM THE LEAGUE WITH NO REFUND.

2) Indian Springs Softball League Rules:

1)Team Rosters: An approved team roster / release form shall be signed by all players on their first day of 

     play. In 2011 Rosters will be required to be put on-line with your NSA Sanction Number at 

                   www.PlayNSA.com.  Instructions for putting your Roster on-line is on the back page of this packet. 
                  Coaches are responsible for loading their players on-line and turning in the team rosters to the 
                   tournament office.                        
                   No Team shall be allowed to play league games without an approved & signed team roster on file.  
                   Managers/coaches shall have a copy of their team roster available for inspection during all leagues
                   games.                                                                                  
                   Players may be added to the team during the course of the season up to the 4th week of play.    

                   They MUST sign the team roster on file in the tournament office.                                                                                       

                   All players must carry a photo I.D. at all times. 
                   If your team is short players, you may pick up additional players at the Park with approval from the 

                   Opposing team’s manager at the Umpire meeting before the game starts. 
                    The opposing Team Manager will have  (3) options:                                                               

                                             1) Agree to play - game results will count.

                                             2) Agree to play - but team picking up players takes the loss, regardless of outcome.

                                             3) Disagree to play - Team short players takes a forfeit and pays BOTH umpires.


2)Game Time Limit: Games shall last 55 minutes after the conclusion of the pre-game conference. Should

                   the game score is tied after 55 minutes, the game will continue until a winner is declared.

     
3) Grace period: A 10 minute grace period shall be in effect for the first game of each set to be played if a

                   team does not have the required 8 players to start. This 10 minute grace period will not be deducted from


     the 55 game minutes.

4) Pre-Game Conference: Each manager or coach shall meet with the umpire(s) at home plate with:

                         

1. Two copies of teams batting lineup containing each players name and number.  One copy for the home plate umpire and one for the opposing team. 




2. Two (2) NSA approved softballs supplied by or approved by NEOSC.




3. Payment for Umpire(s) with exact change.


5) Umpire Fees:        Two (2) Umpires - $15.00 per team




       One (1) Umpire  - $12.00 per team




1. Umpire fees shall be returned if games are called due to weather conditions before 

 


    4 ½ innings with the home team leading which is a completed game.




2. Late arriving umpires will not be paid for the game he was scheduled for.




3. Umpires not available for the pre-game conference at the scheduled game time shall be 




    considered late.




4. Umpires will be paid for all forfeits.  Forfeiting Teams that do not have enough to               

                                               Play must pay BOTH Umpires.  Forfeiting teams that are a “NO SHOW” must pay
                                               pay both Umpires from their $60 forfeit Deposit.  That team must then reinstate their 

                                               $60 forfeit Deposit to NEOSC within 48 hours or be removed from the league.

6) Umpire Duties and Authority: Umpires shall be official NSA umpires and shall wear uniforms as 


    directed by the NSA.  (Black NSA Hat, White NSA Shirt, & Black Slacks or shorts and Black Shoes.)




1. Following the start of the game, the umpire shall have sole authority to stop, end or call




    a game due to rain, weather, panic or other logical reasons.




2. Umpires have FULL authority to eject managers, coaches, players, and spectators from 




    the game and playing field complex for taunting or rule infractions. 




3. Umpires are protected by law. Any attempt to harm an umpire in any fashion is a
                                               felony offense and shall result in the arrest of the offender. Additional penalties shall     

                                           include ejection from the NSA & Indian Springs softball for the year and possibly for life.


7)Umpire Problems: Any comments, suggestions or complaints regarding umpires need to be expressed
                                                  on  the “ Complaint/suggestion Form” available in the tournament office. 


8) Run Rule: A game shall be completed if a team is leading by the following:




1. 15 runs at the end of 3 innings




2. 12 runs at the end of 4  innings         (These are League Run Rules ONLY)



3. 10 runs at the end of 5  innings         ( NSA Tournament run rule is different)
              8A) Pitch Count :  The batter will enter the box with a  (1) Ball & (1) strike count.  

                                Foul on 3rd strike will be an out. – NO COURTESY FOULS. 
              8B) PITCHING:  The Pitcher may stand and pitch up to 6’ directly behind the pitching rubber, if they 

                                           wish.  One foot must be planted and ALL NSA pitching rules still apply. 

9) Home Run Rule: LEAGUE homeruns will vary from night to night.   Please see posted League 
                               Homeruns at the Park.    You will NOT be required to touch 1st base on Homeruns.  Hit & Sit.
                                . 

              9A)  Hitting the Middle :   The middle of the infield is in fair play and a part of the game.  Pitchers                            
                     must be in good condition and prepared to defend the middle.   But,  Umpires will be watching     

                    and listening closely.  If any player or team shows any intention through verbal or body language
                   to intentionally, or CONTINUALLY hit at a pitcher to scare, injure, or maim,  Will be stopped by 
                    the umpires.  It will be Umpires decision to eject a player or team.   GOOD sportsmanship is 

                    important & expected !    Show respect to your competition.  

               10)  Players to Start and Finish the Game: 




1. The extra hitter (EH) rule for men may extend to 2 extra hitters instead of one for 




    league games only. An EH may only be used if they are present at game time.



2. At all times a team must have at least 8 eligible players to start and finish a game




    (Even if player(s) are ejected). Coed minimum of 4 men, 4 women. 




3. Coed may play ten(10) players consisting of five(5) men & five (5) Women 

                                           4. Coed may play with nine (9) players using a five (5) to four (4) ratio with the number




    ten position being an automatic out.




5. Coed extra Players (EP) must be equal. One(1) woman and one(1) man. If one leaves 




    the game , the other must also leave the game.




6. Late arriving players may enter the game only at the bottom of the lineup up to the 




    number ten(10) position.

                                           7. Coed MUST have 2 women in the outfield, 2 on the infield, and 1 Pitching or catching.

11) COED 7-3 
                                          1.  Coed 7-3 consists of  (7)  Men & (3) Women

                                          2.  Coed 7-3 may play with (9) players using (5) to (4) ratio with the (10) position being 
                                                an automatic out. ( Team may play with (8) players with no Penalty. With 4 & 4 ratio ) 

  

             3.   Coed 7-3  MUST have  (1) Woman in the outfield, (1) on the infield, & (1) pitching 

                                                or catching. 



             4.   Batting order MUST be Boy/ Girl or Girl/ Boy with Ladies at the Top of the order.



             5.    All other standard Coed rules will apply. 

12) Courtesy runners:   May be used (1) time per inning.  NEW RULE for 2011
                                               The Courtesy runner shall be any player on the Team Roster.  If the Courtesy runner  
                                                Comes to bat while still on base, the batting position is declared an out.

               13)Official Score Keeper: The home team shall be the official score keeper. However, both teams should 


     try to keep a score book during the game. Should the home team not have a person to maintain the score


     book, the umpire may appoint an official score keeper or shall be the official score keeper themselves.


14)Player Ejections: Players shall be ejected from a game for not following NSA and Indian Springs
                                                  Softball   playing rules, rules of conduct, or observing city park rules.



               1. A player ejected from a game must immediately leave the playing field complex 




    premises and go to the parking lot for the remainder of the game.  Refusal to leave




    the playing field complex immediately shall cause the forfeiture of the game by the 




    player’s team. All ejections will be reported and recorded on an “Umpire Incident

                                               Form” and turned into the league office as well as the State office. 



2. A player ejected from a game may cause their team’s number of players to drop below




    the minimum number of players needed to play or complete a game. If so, their team 




    shall forfeit the game.  (  Paying both umpires for the FORFEIT Penalty will not apply

                                                in this situation)



3. A player may be ejected from a game WITHOUT WARNING for Fighting or for

                                               threatening bodily harm to any player, official, or director.                                                    


4. A player ejected from a game and sent to the parking lot may return to the playing field




    complex only with the authorization of the umpire ejecting the player from the game.



5. Any Player threatening or hitting any other person with a bat shall be ejected from the 




   game, the complex and the league with the possibility of legal charges filed for assault




   with a deadly weapon and the possibility of being banned from the league, the complex,




   and the NSA for life.

          15) Protests:                Protests shall be made by the manager/coach before the end of the game.




1. Manager/coach shall advise home plate umpire of protest.




2. Manager/coach shall give the league director a written protest and $75.00 within 




    twenty four(24) hours of conclusion of the game. 



3. ROSTER PROTESTS  Shall be  $10 and handled immediately.  Rosters are on file in 

                                               the tournament office and can be checked quickly. 



4. Should the protest be upheld, the game shall be a forfeit by the offending team and the




    forfeit fee  shall be returned.




5. Should the protest NOT be upheld, the Protest fee shall be retained by NEOSC and 




    contributed to the park improvement fund.


16)Bats:         All bats used in Indian Springs softball league play shall be NSA approved. 



1. Altered, damaged or illegal bat use shall not be allowed. All Wooden Bats are Legal. 




2. Bats shall not be carried by the batter/runner on their way to first base after batting.




    If batter runner reaches first base with a bat it is an automatic out.




3. Umpire has the authority to confiscate any suspected altered bats for investigation by 




    NEOSC director and the bat manufacturer. Refusal to surrender bat is automatic 1 year




    suspension.   If a player is Seriously hurt by a batted ball.   The Umpire shall confiscate 
                                                the bat & Softball for inspection by the Complex Director.   If player refuses to give 
                                                the bat for inspection ,  They can be suspended for life from the NSA.

                                           4. For a complete list of NSA approved & Banned Bats, visit PlayNSA.com   

                                               If a Bat is NOT listed on the approved bat list, IT IS NOT LEGAL FOR PLAY.
    
17)Softballs: All softballs used in the Indian Springs Softball league shall be NSA approved.  




1. Men will hit the 12" core .044 - .400 Compression “Optic yellow” softball 




2. Coed men will hit 12" core .044 -  .400 Compression “Optic yellow” softball




3. Coed women will hit 11" core .044 - .400 Compression “Optic yellow’ softball.




4. All league play balls must be purchased from the Al Graham tournament office.

               18)Game Forfeits and Consecutive Forfeits: Any team that forfeits a game shall  pay BOTH umpire(s).

1. If a team is a “no show” they must pay BOTH umpire fee(s) from their $60 forfeit

       Deposit and then reinstate their $60 Deposit to NEOSC with 48 hours  or be removed

       from the league
               19)Unauthorized Use of Playing Fields: No player or team shall warm up or practice on any playing field


     at any time without authorization of the NEOSC Managing Director or Park Manager.   Please do not 
                    warm up on the Soccer fields across the street.


20)Rain out Games and Re-Scheduling: Rain out games shall normally be rescheduled on the same week


     day during the first week following the end of the season league play.




1. Should multiple rain outs be a problem, teams should be prepared to play any day or 




    night of the week with a minimum of forty eight (48) hours notice.


21)NSA Uniform Rule: Teams need to have matching jerseys in like colors with non-duplicated numbers.
                                                       This is NOT mandatory for League play. BUT HIGHLY RECOMMENDED!!   

22) Tournament INFO : All Teams playing at Indian Springs must be registered with the

                 NSA (National Softball Association).   All Men & Coed teams that register as Church

                 or class E are automatically qualified to play in the NSA Class E State Championship 
                 Tournament events.   For a complete list of NSA tournaments in the Oklahoma area, 

                 please visit the Oklahoma NSA website at www.OklahomaNSA.com.  
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Instructions for ON-line Rosters / Liability Release forms:
On-line rosters will soon replace the traditional paper rosters. Team Rosters are necessary for the following reason.

A)  The Liability Insurance for the Ball Park and the City of Broken Arrow REQUIRES all players participating in softball leagues and /or tournaments to be listed on a team Roster with a signature.   

Putting your roster on-line:

1) First you must turn in your Team Sanction form at the Managers Meeting with a GOOD email address.

2) Your info will be loaded into the NSA website,  You will first receive an EMAIL thanking you for registering with the NSA and it will ask you to send in the $25 sanction fee.  Please disregard this EMAIL, your $25 sanction fee is being paid thru the League.   Within a few days you will receive another EMAIL with your APPROVED NSA sanction number.  The number is good for the ENTIRE year.   Example – 2010OKBG0099.  ( Please check your SPAM files if you have not received the number after 2 weeks)
3) Once you have your number, please sit down with your players before or after your 1st night of play and collect their information right off their drivers license.  You will need the following info:   First Name, Last name, Address, City, State, Zip, Date of Birth, and the DL #.  (League teams just put there Phone number in the DL # section.  

4) Next you will proceed to the PlayNSA.com website.

5) Click on “COACHES”.

6) Click on “TEAM LOGIN”

7) You will then load in your NSA sanction number and the Password. (lower case – softball)

8) You will then see a Menu of the following:   Team Instructions

10) You will see your info with team name, Manager, and contact info.  Below that you will click on the 

“ADD PLAYER”  button.

Button.

12) You will need to do this on each player.   Your roster will hold 25 players.

13)  Note:   This is for League ONLY.   This roster will NOT affect any players on your team that play on an NSA tournament team. 

14) Once you have your roster set, please print and have your players sign the roster before you turn it into the tournament office.  If you go back during the season to add a player, please re-print the roster and have that new player sign the roster and turn into the league office.   Please check with your League director on rules of  adding players to your roster late in the season.
